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Tokyo University of Marine Science and 
Technology Degree Regulations (regarding the 
publication of doctoral dissertation abstracts and 
full text) 

 Article 18- At the time of awarding the doctoral degree, the Dean shall, 
within three months from the day of awarding the said doctoral degree, 
officially announce the summary of the thesis content and the 
corresponding results for review on the Internet. 

 Article 19- A person who has been awarded the doctoral degree shall, 
within one year from the day of being awarded the said degree, publish 
the full text of the thesis. (…) 

 (2) (…) In case of unavoidable reasons, it is permitted to publish the 
summary of contents instead of the full text of the doctoral thesis upon 
receiving approval from the graduate course faculty council. (…) 

 (3) (…) The publications can be done online by following the stipulations 
outlined in the two preceding paragraphs with the cooperation of the 
university library.

 It is important for universities to promote among researchers the understanding that placing one’s 

research results in the institutional repository and providing open access together offer an advantage 
for domestic and international research. They also increase overall distribution, thus benefiting the 
researchers. This also results in universities fulfilling their responsibilities to transfer academic 
information to society. 

 In addition, the establishment of an institutional repository comprehensively functions as a framework 
for disseminating information in the university. It is significant to not only entrust the library, as an 
instrument, for fulfilling these duties but also important to support the library for this task. 

(Incorporation into evaluation) 
 In addition, with regard to the university conducting the personal evaluation of an individual, it is 

important to add to the evaluation perspective initiatives to disseminate information through the 
publication of contents in the institutional repository as achievements related to the researchers’ 
education, research, and social contribution. 

(Publication of doctoral theses) 
 Representing important content published in the institutional repository, the doctoral thesis is both a 

research result of the person who acquires the degree and an achievement of the Graduate School at 
the university awarding the degree. It also reflects recent trends in the specialized field of study and 
hence has substantial application requirements. It is increasingly important to promote the publication 
of academic theses in the institutional repository from the perspective of the university sharing its 
achievements with the society and fulfilling the role of accountability. 
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
