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The Faculty of Marine Technology of Tokyo University of Marine Science and Technology will be cele-
brating its 140-year anniversary on the 1 of November in 2015. It would not be too much to say that
the history of our school is the history of maritime education in Japan.

The amount of foreign trade had increased since the Treaty of Amity and Commerce between America
and the Empire of Japan. However, only American and European shipping companies carried goods in
and out of Japan since there was no Japanese shipping company. It was obvious that Japan’ s econom-
ic independence in world economy was impossible without its own shipping fleets and seafarers. Thus,
the Meiji Government ordered Yataro Iwasaki to establish Mitsubishi Nautical School in 1875, the first
maritime education and training school in Japan.

Although this was a private school, it was fully supported by the Meiji government, and in this re-
spect, this was Japan’ s first national project to train merchant mariners. Mitsubishi Nautical School
became a government school and was renamed to Tokyo Nautical School in 1882, which later became
Tokyo University of Mercantile Marine. The missions of nautical schools in those days were not only to
produce well-trained mariners but also to produce educated and disciplined ambassadors without an
official title.

As Japanese international shipping companies gained strength and began to support Japanese foreign
trade, Japanese economy developed quickly in a large scale, thus gaining its international importance.
It is our great pride that our faculty has contributed significantly, for as long as 140 years, to the de-
velopment of Japan by producing skilled seafarers who devoted themselves to safe and efficient inter-
national shipping.

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The Maritime Museum of Meiji Maru will hold a special exhibition “The Meiji Era and ships” com-
memorating the 140th anniversary of the founding of our university.

Because of the isolation policy of the Edo Shogunate, which banned travelling overseas, Japan’ s naval
architecture remained fairly limited compared to that of western nations. When the US naval vessels
under the command of Commodore Perry came to Uraga, the Japanese learned the superiority of West—
ern style ships and began to shift from Japanese style ships to Western ones. Since traditional Japanese
vessels had shallow drafts and no water-tight decks, sea water often ingressed into holds in stormy
weather and increased the risk of capsizing. Japanese vessels had a flat bottom without a keel, which
reduced the structural strength compared to the western style vessels with a keel. Thus in rough seas,
ships often suffered damage from external impacts, and in the worst cases, sank. This being the case,
introduction of Western style ships was considered essential for safe shipping both domestic and inter—
national.

The special exhibits include documents about traditional Japanese style ships before the introduction of
Western style ships, pictures, drawings, navigational equipment, official documents related to the foun-
dation of our school, such as the proposal by Toshimichi Okubo to start a private maritime school, or-
ders from the government, etc. We hope that visitors can learn about the transition from the Tokugawa
Shogunate to the Meiji Era and the change in the ships style from Japanese to Western ones.
